My research project, within the general purpose of my doctorate, consists in a comparative palaeographical analysis of the shapes of the signs used in all the writing systems included in the Aegean group (Cretan Hieroglyph, Linear A, Linear B, Cypro-Minoan writings, classical Cypriot syllabary, and possibly the Phaistos disk), in order to understand the links connecting the various writings to each other. My first goal is to underline the possible evolution logics which brought from Hieroglyphic to Linear writing in Crete, creating a link between the signs of the two writings. Secondly, I analyse the relations between the syllabic writing systems found in Cyprus, underlining the role of Cretan Hieroglyph and Linear A in the formation of Cypro-Minoan, and the derivation of the classical Cypriot syllabary from this Cypriot antecedent instead than from the Mycenaean Linear B.  As final target of this project I hope to create a comprehensive evolution scheme of the Aegean syllabic writings.
